1) REGISTRATION TO BE MADE VIA EMAIL TO MY ADDRESS BELOW. 
2)  THE $20 REGISTRATION FEE MUST BE SENT TO MY ADDRESS TO ARRIVE BY THE CUTOFF DATE OF 

JANUARY 20th, 2023. 

3)  EARLIEST AGE FOR PARTICIPANTS IS AGE 6 (TURN 6 BY JANUARY 1, 2023). UPPER AGE LIMIT IS 18. 

4)  ADULT LIFT TICKETS MUST BE PURCHASED FROM THE MOUNTAIN IN ADVANCE OF THE EVENT. LET 
THE MOUNTAIN KNOW THAT YOU ARE WITH THE CSC, HAVE YOUR STICKER NUMBER READY TO GET 
A $10 DISCOUNT FROM THE REGULAR 8 HOUR LIFT TICKET PRICE. 

5)  MT SOUTHINGTON ASKS THAT BOOT BAGS AND OTHER GEAR NOT BE LEFT IN THE BASE LODGE. 

6) IF YOU ARE RENTING EQUIPMENT, THE EVENT PRICING FOR KIDS IS $40.00. HELMETS ARE EXTRA. 
PLEASE LEAVE PLENTY OF TIME TO RENT AND PUT ON RENTAL EQUIPMENT.

SKI SCHOOL ABILITY LEVEL 

LEVEL 1  _____ Never skied before (magic carpet only) 

LEVEL 2  _____ Slight direction change / can stop in a wedge 

LEVEL 3  _____  Round wedge and rides chair 

LEVEL 4  _____  Round  controlled wedge turns and skies green trails 

LEVEL 5  _____  Skies parallel in middle of turn 

LEVEL 6  _____  Match skis parallel most of the time while skiing blues 

LEVEL 7  _____  Wide stance parallel turns using poles on blues 

LEVEL 8  _____  Short systematic parallel turns on more difficult terrain 

LEVEL 9  _____  Short, balanced parallel turns on bumps, powder and ice 

 

SNOWBOARD SCHOOL ABILITY LEVEL 

LEVEL 1  _____  First time (magic carpet only) 

LEVEL 2  _____  Performs falling leaf with confidence 

LEVEL 3  _____  Elementary linked turns on greens 

LEVEL 4  _____  Performs various radius turns on blues 

LEVEL 5  _____  Carved turns, elementary tricks over all of mountain
